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Per our meetings and feedback from Schools, Referees, Assignors, and incidents that took place last year and prior to, the Board of Directors, with input from all above, has come up with various guidelines. The Referee still has to make the call on whether to do the game if he/she does not feel comfortable with the assignment for any reason. 
 
1. Common Sense and Perception are keys here.

1. Daughter/Son plays for or has played for this institution/school and at least 4-5 years after graduation.
1. This covers if Daughter plays on the girls’ team and you do the boy's game.
1. You work in any capacity at any of the institutions that you are to officiate.
1. You are a recent grad of said institution.
1. You played for the school within the last 4-5 years. 
1. Coached or trained or instructed players on the team.
 
1. Now we get a bit iffy, you make your call.

1. 6) Nieces, Nephews, close friends, neighbors, etc.
1. 7) Personal relationships with coach's, player's, administrators, on the team. 
1. 8) Spouse, or other close relative, works in any capacity at the institutions/districts you are to officiate.

1. Now, let’s go into ARBITER and make the correct decisions concerning those teams.  

Note: If you have any other questions or need input on any individual circumstances not covered above please contact any Board Member. Again these guidelines are a culmination of incidents over many years that have happened, not what if's, and are meant to keep things in perspective and keep our integrity intact. 

If you are wondering if you should take the assignment and you don't feel warm and fuzzy about it then you most likely should not take the assignment. I am sure the assignors would rather re assign you to a different game than have the fallout and your credibility reviewed each and every game you are assigned to in the future.
